ROMANIA
Constantin Brancusi 1876-1956
Born in Hobitza, Brancusi studied art in both Craiova and Bucharest. In 1904 he went to Paris, where he became an assistant to Auguste Rodin for a brief period. Rodin’s work and the local impressionists of the time influenced Brancusi’s early work.
JAMAICA
Ronald Moody 1900-1984

Born in Jamaica, Moody moved to London in 1923 where he studied dentistry at Kings College. He became inspired by the Egyptian art in the British Museum and taught himself to carve wood. He moved to Paris in the late 1930s, but fled through France to Spain when the war began in 1939, and eventually made it back to England.
CROATIA

Ivan Mestrovic 1883-1962

Born in Vrpolje, Mestrovic developed his art during the times of the Russian Revolution, the Balkan War, and both World War I and World War II. He was fortunate to be sent by patrons to study stone carving in Split and also at the Vienna Academy. During his life he lived in Vienna, Paris, Rome, London, Geneva, Cannes, Zagreb, Split, and the USA. When he was in Paris, in 1908, he met Auguste Rodin.
LITHUANIA

Lipchitz, Jacques 1891-1973

Born in Druskienki, Lipchitz studied art at three schools in Paris. A friend of artists Picasso and Gris, Lipchitz evolved his style from Cubism. He moved to the USA in 1941 and spent summers in Italy.

SPAIN

Pablo Gargallo 1881-1934

Born in Maella, Gargallo moved to Paris in 1912 where he met artists Manolo, Picasso, and Gris. He lived in Barcelona, Spain and Paris, France. In Barcelona, Gargallo worked with bronze and jewels. He is widely known for his Cubist sculptures made of metal, but he also has works in the art nouveau and expressionism genres.
