Art Exhibits Draw Crowds

The last four exhibits at Ivy University’s Douglas Powers Center for the Arts have drawn large crowds:

The Local Sculptors exhibit highlighted the works of four local artists. Works included bronze sculptures, metalwork, woodcarvings, and junkyard sculptures.
